— 24-28
— 32— 36 weeks gestation

* RAs across 9 study sites need to quickly calculate gestational age, estimated
delivery date, and study visit widows for recruitment and scheduling of

— Copy the URL that GitHub gives the Gist.

— Once you have made a gist, your users can launch the app with
shiny::runGist ("12345ABCDEF”, launch.browser=T)

— Where “12345ABCDEF” is the unique number that appears at the end of
your Gist address
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
